Nova kapitola se v Zoo Praha zacala psat v dubnu 2022, kdy byl ze Zoo Tchaj-pej dovezen par mla-
dych luskount kratkoocasych (Manis pentadactyla), samec Guo Bao a samice Run Hou Tang. Spole¢né
s luskouny dorazili z Tchaj-wanu i chovatelka a veterindrni lékaf, ktefi pomohli s jejich adaptaci v no-
vém prostfedi - zejména s pfipravou specidlniho krmeni, které je alfou omegou Uspésného chovu.
PfestoZe prazsti chovatelé byli dopredu tchaj-pejskymi kolegy vyskoleni, nic se nevyrovna moznosti
piimé konfrontace. Zoo Praha se stala jednou z pouhych dvou zoologickych zahrad v Evropé, kde Ize
tyto ohrozené savce vidét. V poloviné kvétna byli luskouni poprvé piedstaveni navstévnikiim. Jiz pfi-
blizné za mésic jsme zaznamenali jejich prvni pafeni.V srpnu jsme pfi ultrazvukovém vysetfeni zjistili
moznou brezost samice, jez byla potvrzena v zafi. Stali jsme se tak prvni chovatelskou instituci mimo
Asii, kde doslo k zabfeznuti téchto pozoruhodnych savcd. Luskouni si pozornost vefejnosti zaslouzi
nejen kvl své vyjimecnosti, ale predevsim proto, Ze jsou nejvice nelegdlné obchodovanymi savci
svéta. Z tohoto diivodu se Zoo Praha v Asii i v Africe také dlouhodobé podili na jejich ochrané.

Vroce 2022 se v Zoo Praha narodilo ¢i vylihlo celkem 1243 mladat 218 druhd savcd, ptakd a plazh
(73 druh( savcd, 104 druh ptak{ a 40 druhd plazd), v kategorii odchovanych bylo ke konci roku vede-
no celkem 953 mladat 193 druhi (z toho 65 druhti savcd, 90 druh ptakd a 37 druhd plazt). Ke konci
roku 2022 bylo v Zoo Praha chovano celkem 5 999 jedincd 691 druht. V hlavnich kategoriich (savci,
ptéci, plazi) to bylo 3 812 jedincl 590 druh.

Detailni pfehled chovanych druhii a narozenych mladat je uveden v tradi¢nim piehledu v nésle-
dujici kapitole, zde vybér nejpodstatnéjsich udélosti v chovu.

Ctyficet rozmnozenych druh( plaz(i predstavuje historicky rekord, celkem se jednalo o 304 odcho-
vavanych mladat. Pocet vylihnutych i odchovavanych mladat rekordni nebyl, protoze byl redukovan
na zékladé hlediska potfebnosti versus energetické a ¢asové narocnosti odchovu. U nékterych jinak
stabilné mnozenych druh( - varana komodského (Varanus komodoensis) a zelvy skalni (Malacochersus
tornieri) - jsme zaznamenali sn(iSky, které jsme oviem neinkubovali vzhledem k tomu, Ze podléhaji
reprodukéni restrikci ze strany chovného programu EAZA EEP (EAZA ex situ program).
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Jednim z nejhodnotnéjsich odchovi za nékolik uplynulych sezon se stala v poloviné cervna vylih-
1a ¢tyri mladata velmi vzacné chovaného a velice ndro¢ného druhu, trnorepa somalského (Uromastyx
princeps). Velmi nés potésilo rozmnozeni leguénka pruhoocasého (Callisaurus draconoides), z jehoz
dvou sndsek se vylihlo 11 mladat. Dospéli jedinci totiz pfisli jako konfiskovana, plvodné pasovana
zvitata z Nizozemska ve velmi zubozeném stavu. Podafilo se je nejenom dostat do takové kondice, Ze
patii k okrasam expozice Sonora v Pavilonu Selem a plazd, ale také se zde rozmnozili. V dlouhodobé
chovatelské tradici se v roce 2022 podafilo pokracovat v podobé tfinacti mladat leguana kubanského
(Cyclura nubila). Tento druh jsme jako prvni zoo v Evropé poprvé rozmnozili pred 29 lety.

Soupis rozmnozenych druh( hadd (Serpentes) zahrnuje deset druh, jimz se vylihlo ¢i narodilo
se jak uzovky podplamaté (Natrix tessellata) s jedenécti mladaty, tak uzovka hladké (Coronella austri-
aca), jejiz jedno mladé jsme nalezli v expozici. Malych zmiji obecnych (Vipera berus) bylo 14, u tohoto
druhu stoji za zminku rekordné ¢asny porod ve venkovni expozici jiz 20. Cervence.

V Cervnu jsme do kratkodobé ¢i strednédobé péce prijali Ctvefici Zelv obrovskych (Aldabrachelys
gigantea), jejichz pavilon v Zoo Heidelberg byl zésadné ponicen spadlym stromem. V listopadu jsme
zavrsili dlouhodobou snahu o ziskani samce Zelvy dlazdicovité (Manouria impressa) ze Zoo Tchaj-pe;j.
Nase Ctyfi samice odchované od mladat kladou ve Velemlokariu neoplozena vejce, coz je u tohoto mi-
mofadné vzacného a choulostivého druhu velmi nadéjné, ale rovnéz velka skoda. Pfipadné rozmno-
Zeni téchto Zelv by bylo prvoodchovem v rdmci EAZA.V Evropé zadny samec k dispozici nebyl, proto
jsme dva roky vyjednévali pfesun zabaveného samce této Zelvy z tchaj-pejské zoo. Novym druhem
plazi kolekce se stala ¢tvefice ikonickych agam limcovych (Chlamydosaurus kingii).

Zésadnim pocinem v sekci bezobratlych zivocichl byl dovoz dospélych brouku i larev nosatce
Rhynchophorus phoenicis z Kamerunu a zfizeni jejich Uspésného chovu v zazemi. V Rezervaci Dja byly
zafizeny dvé smisené expozice, prvni z nich predstavuje patu pralesniho velikdna obsypanou 3esti
druhy zlatohlavkd doplnénych o obfi mnohonozky. V druhé expozici navitévnici nahlédnou do tajem-
ného podrostu tropického lesa, kde pétraji po zelvé ohebné (Kynixis erosa), drobnych zabkach afri¢-
kach ozdobnych (Afrixalus dorsalis) a plosticich zakernicich hrozivych (Psytalla horrida).

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V chovu ptakd jsme méli v pribéhu roku 2022 v potencidlnich chovnych parech celkem 221 pU-
vodnich druh(, z nichz 155 sneslo alespon jedno vejce. Prokazatelné oplozené sniisky byly ziskany od
112 druhd, u 104 druh( se vylihla mlddata. Za odchované bylo mozné povazovat celkem 90 druhd.

V roce 2022 se podafilo dosdhnout nékolika prvoodchovi. Poprvé v Zoo Praha byl odchovéan
jihoamericky papousek kogna jizni (Enicognathus ferrugineus) - jedno mladé pfirozené pod rodici
v Rakosové pavilonu, asijsti kvakosi rezavi (Nycticorax caledonicus) — dvé mladata ve voliéfe Asijskd
delta za pavilonem Secuan. Dvé mladata nejmensiho zastupce kondor(, kondora mensiho (Cathartes
burrovianus), se stala prvnimi odchovanymi v Ceské republice. Prvnim odchovem v evropskych zoo se
stal loricek zlatouchy (Psittaculirostris salvadori) patfici mezi takzvané fikové papousky z Nové Guiney.

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Po dlouhych jednadvaceti letech se podafilo Uspésné odchovat supa hnédého (Aegypius mona-
chus). MIadé vyrostlo v péstounské péci pod parem v Zoo Liberec a nasledné bylo prevezeno k vypus-
téni do prirody v Bulharsku. Mlady sup opustil adaptacni voliéru v blizkosti mésta Sliven 11. listopadu
a za dva tydny zahdjil migraci tradi¢nim jiznim smérem. BohuZel 31. prosince byl nalezen uhynuly
v centralni ¢asti Recka. Na zékladé ohledéni kadaveru a po zakladni pitvé byla stanovena jako pficina
Uhynu otrava. Stoprocentnim Uspéchem skoncila sezona u vzécné chovanych a kriticky ohrozenych
supt kapucinl (Necrosyrtes monachus).

Mezi fadou rozmnozenych brodivych ptékd (Ciconiiformes) stoji za zminku Uspésny odchov
vsech Sesti vylihlych mladat kolpik(i rGzovych (Ajaja ajaja), coz je u tohoto chovatelsky problematic-
kého druhu rekordni vysledek. Bezesporu vyznamnymi mladaty se stali tfi zejozobi africti (Anastomus
lamelligerus) - druh byl v roce 2022 odchovan pouze ve ¢tyfech evropskych zoo. Vyzdvihnout je po-
tfeba také pfirozeny odchov mladéte ibise madagaskarského (Lophotibis cristata) a ibise ¢ernohlavého
(Threskiornis melanocephalus).

Ti mladata kormoran( ¢ernobilych (Microcarbo melanoleucos) v Darwinové krateru jsou velmi
péknym dosavadnim vysledkem, a to nejen proto, Ze byl tento druh odchovan pouze ve dvou evrop-
skych zoo.

Nejvétsim tspéchem v chovu vrubozobych (Anseriformes) se stalo opétovné rozmnozeni pizmov-
ky konZzské (Pteronetta hartlaubi), a to v poctu sedmi mladat z deviti snesenych vajec. Po lofiském
prvoodchovu to byl v roce 2022 jediny odchov tohoto druhu v evropském regionu.

Velkym uspéchem byl dalsi odchov kachnat pizmovky konzské (Pteronetta hartlaubi)
Another great success was another rearing of Hartlaub's ducks (Pteronetta hartlaubi)

a rodice zacali znovu hnizdit. V pribéhu inkubace vajec vSak samec napadl samici a ta na nasledky
zranéni uhynula, coz byla velkd chovatelskd ztrata. Prvnim papous¢im mladétem roku byl ohrozeny
australsky papousek zlutoramenny (Psephotellus chrysopterygius), ktery v pfirodé hnizdi ve vyhiétych
termitistich. Ve druhém hnizdéni stejného paru byla odchovana dalsi tfi mladata, a prvni oplozené
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vejce dokonce snesla i samice od druhého paru. | tento pér nakonec odchoval jedno mladé, ackoli
chovny samec se dlouhodobé potyka se zdravotnimi komplikacemi. Po ro¢ni odmlce byla odchovéna
dvé mladata u neméné vzacnych papouskl patagonskych chilskych (Cyanoliseus patagonus bloxami).
Poprvé snesli arové Learovi (Anodorhynchus leari), avsak sniska byla neoplozena. Ke konci 3. Ctrtleti
se vylihlo mladé u kakadud palmovych (Probosciger atterimus), a to ptirozené pod rodici, ktefi ho od-
chovali az do samostatnosti. Z papouskU je tfeba vyzdvihnout jesté tfi mladata madi modrotemen-
nych (Tanygnathus lucionensis) a jednoho loricka rudobradého (Psittaculirostris edwardsii), pficemz
oba tyto druhy odchovala Zoo Praha v roce 2022 jako jedina v Evropé.

Zacatkem hnizdni sezony uhynula zaslouzZild samice dvojzoboroZce nosorozciho (Buceros rhinoce-
ros) Markéta, ktera se stala se Sestnacti mladaty odchovanymi v Zoo Praha svétovou rekordmankou.
Chovny samec bude mit moznost vybéru nové partnerky diky importu tii samic z konfiskace ve Spo-
jenych arabskych emiratech.

V biotopovém pavilonu Secuan se podafilo pfivést po delsi dobé do snlsky také ireny tyrkysové
(Irena puella), které odchovaly jedno mladé. Velmi si cenime odchovu jednoho flétnéka australského
(Gymnorhina tibicen). Po jednom mladéti se nam podatil odchov také u nasich nejvzacnéjsich druhd
sojkovcl - sojkovce rezavouchého (Garrulax castanotis) a sojkovce Sedohnédého (Garrulax palliatus)
- a to pfirozenym zpusobem pod rodici. Po péti letech byl odchovan i jeden vlhovec Chapmanniv
(Chrysomus icterocephalus), ktery se stal jedingym odchovem tohoto druhu v Evropé.

Velmi vyznamné jsou pfichody supt mrchozravych (Neophron percnopterus) ze zachrannych sta-
nic v rdmci mezindrodniho programu. Jedna se o supy, ktefi byli postieleni nebo zabaveni paserakdm.
Pro chovny program EEP jsme takto ziskali pét supl z Libanonu, a jednoho supa dokonce ze Syrie.
Nez budou moci byt zafazeni do chovu, musi viak jesté podstoupit postupné chirurgické zakroky
k odstranéni brokd po zastrelech.

Samice supa mrchozravého (Neophron percnopterus) Anahita byla prvnim z nékolika sup, které se v priibéhu roku poda-
filo zachranit poté, co byli postreleni béhem tahu pfres Blizky vychod. Po ¢tyfech mésicich administrativnich pfiprav do-
razila Anahita z Libanonu do Zoo Praha, kde se po vyléceni zapoji do EAZA ex situ programu (EEP). V sobé méla 12 brokl
Anahita, a female Egyptian vulture (Neophron percnopterus), was the first of several vultures to be rescued during the
year. She had been shot during her migration across the Middle East. After four months of administrative preparations,
Anahita arrived from Lebanon to Prague Zoo. Once she has recovered, she will join the EAZA ex situ programme (EEP).
She had 12 shotgun pellets in her

umoznuji uspokojit potravni naroky tohoto vyjimecného zastupce pralesnich klokan Nové Guiney
mimo vegetacni obdobi. Poprvé se v Zoo Praha rozmnozovali nové chovani klokanci krysi (Potorous
tridactylus). iyznamnym pfirlstkem roku 2022 bylo mladé u hrabact (Orycteropus afer). Prestoze cho-
vatelsky tym, ktery o matku s mladétem pecoval, je velice zkudeny, byl odchov tentokrat velmi naroc-
ny. Zdravotni komplikace u matky ohrozovaly laktaci a spravnou vyzivu mladéte. Nicméné u tohoto
druhu se nijak zvIast nedafilo ani v celoevropském méfitku, a tak je mladé samicka v tomto roce jed-
nim z pouhych tfi odchovanych mladat v evropskych zoo.

Mezi mnoha odchovévanymi druhy hlodavci jsme se zaméili na dva druhy, pro které vedeme
evropsky monitoring v ramci EAZA, a to na mary slanistni (Dolichotis salinicola) a hutie kubanské (Ca-
promys pilorides). Vlysledkem zafazeni nového samce mary slanistni bylo narozeni Sesti mladat, pfi-
¢emz posledni (narozené v fijnu) bylo jiz neuvéfitelnym 150. mlddétem v naSem chovu. Podafilo se
odchovat i tfi mladata (samce) hutie kubanské.

Chov 3elem je limitovan fadou omezeni reprodukce ze strany evropskych chovnych programd,
které dlouhodobé zépoli s nedostatkem prostoru, zejména pro velké druhy. Proto bylo v roce 2022 po-
mérné malo narozenych mladat a jesté méné odchovd. Prijemnym piekvapenim bylo narozeni dvou
samcU a jedné samice vlka hrivnatého (Chrysocyon brachyurus) nové sestavenému mladému rodicov-
skému péru. Je to téméF po 24 letech, kdy se vici hfivnati v Zoo Praha Uspésné rozmnozili.

Vyznamnym pfirCistkem roku se stalo mladé gorala secuanského (Naemorhedus griseus). Odcho-
vany samec je prvnim mladétem mladého paru po obnové chovu tohoto druhu, ktery se v Zoo Praha
objevil poprvé jiz v Sedesatych letech. V soucasné dobé je to v Evropé pouze jedno ze dvou mladat
narozenych v roce 2022. Potésitelné byly dalsi tfi odchovy pekari Wagnerova (Catagonus wagneri),
druhu jehoz opakované rozmnozovani se dafi jen v nékolika zoo. Novym druhovym pfirGstkem se bé-
hem jara stal kriticky ohrozeny sahelsky druh gazely. Jedna se o poddruh gazely dama (Nanger dama
mhorr), zndmé pod Ceskym jménem gazela mhorr nebo gazela dama tmava. V zoo jsou nyni dva samci
jako zaklad nové vznikajici mlddenecké skupiny.

Kromé vyse zminénych aktivit souvisejicich se stéhovanim goril a dalSich primatd do Rezervace
Dja bylo dulezitym momentem v chovu primatd narozeni samce ohrozeného chépana stfedoame-
rického mexického (Ateles geoffroyi vellerosus), poddruhu, ktery v Evropé chovaji jen tfi zoologické
zahrady.
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V chovu kopytnikl byl potésujicim Uspésny odchov mladéte gorala se¢uédnského (Naemorhedus griseus)

Zoo Praha se tradi¢né vénuje realizaci a podpofe mnoha ochranéfskych in situ projekt( a nejinak
tomu bylo v roce 2022. V rdmci dlouhodobého stézejniho projektu Névrat divokych koni byla pozor-
nost kromé pokracujici podpory reintrodukéni oblasti Velké Gobi B v jihozapadnim Mongolsku véno-
vana nové se rozvijejicimu projektu navratu koni Prevalského (Equus przewalskii) do oblasti vychodni-
ho Mongolska. Ve spolupréci s odborniky z riiznych ¢eskych i mongolskych védeckych instituci, byla
koncem roku vybrana nejvhodnéjsi lokalita pro realizaci zaméru, a to v oblasti SPA Numrug.

V pribéhu roku 2022 také pokracovala podpora ostatnich dlouhodobé béZicich projektd, kterymi
jsou zejména ochrana gavidla indického (Gavialis gangeticus) na fece Cambal, pekari Wagnerova (Ca-
tagonus wagneri) v Paraguayi a projekty zaméfené na ochranu ohrozenych druht ptak, jako je ochra-
na zpévnych ptakd na Javé, ochrana supa mrchozravého (Neophron percnopterus) na Balkdné, ochrana
volavky cisafské (Ardea insignis) v Bhuténu ¢i ochrana morcaka paranskych (Mergus octosetaceus) a arQ
Learovych (Anodorhynchus leari) v Brazilii.

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After two ‘covid’ years, Prague Zoo resumed its normal activities, and despite fewer visitors from
abroad and worsening economic situation, it returned to a high visiting rate: all in all, 1419 122 peo-
ple passed through the Zoo gates in 2022.

Without any doubt, the 2022 milestone was the completion of a new gorilla house - Dja Reserve
- after almost three years of construction. It was officially opened to the public on 28t September. At
the same time a new gorilla group was formed. As recommended by the European ex situ programme
(EAZA EEP), the new breeding male, called Kisumu, from Schmiding Zoo, Austria, replaced the male
Richard, who had fathered all the gorilla offspring in Prague. There was an even bigger event a few
weeks before that when the young female gorilla named Duni arrived from Cabérceno, Spain. She is
a daughter of Moja, who was the very first gorilla born in Prague Zoo. It did not take long for the two
newcomers to settle in with the ‘Prague’female trio - Kijivu, Shinda and Kamba - and the young male
named Ajabu. Richard, the initial male, and his two sons, Kiburi and Nuru, formed a‘bachelor’group in
the old Gorilla House. The generous concept of Dja Reserve allows it not only to house lowland gorillas
but also a range of representatives of the Congo Basin fauna. Keeping the gorillas company are man-
tled guereza (Colobus guereza) while, for the first time in Prague Zoo since the 1960's, you can see De
Brazza's monkeys (Cercopitecus neglecta) in an independent exhibit. After an interval of a number of
years, there are also red river hogs (Potamochaerus porcus). In contrast to the biggest African primates,
there is a group of the smallest ones - Gabon (northern) talapoins (Miopithecus ogouensis) - who share
the exhibit with African brush-tailed porcupines (Atherurus africanus). There are also other species - in
total 11 vertebrate and 8 invertebrate species, including large red-legged golden orb-web spiders
(Trichonephila inaurata). To a great degree, Dja Reserve has been inspired by the biosphere reserve of
the same name in Cameroon, where Prague Zoo runs its educational and enlightening programme,
known as the Wandering Bus. A range of plants in its middle section evoke a tropical rainforest and the
atmosphere is enhanced by typical sounds. There is also a school classroom brought from Cameroon
and a rangers'tent furnished with replicas as well as many genuine articles. Since its opening, Prague’s
Dja Reserve has had many excellent reviews both from visitors and experts from other countries.

Prague Zoo started a new chapter in April 2022 when a pair of young Chinese pangolins (Manis
pentadactyla) arrived from Taipei Zoo — Guo Bao, the male, and Run Hou Tang, the female. They were
accompanied by their keeper and a vet who helped them settle and adapt to their new environment
and, especially, helped mix the special feed that is the alpha and the omega of successful keeping
and breeding. Though keepers from Prague Zoo had been well trained by their Taipei colleagues in
advance, there is nothing better than having the chance of direct confrontation. Prague Zoo has be-
come one of the mere two zoological gardens in Europe where these endangered mammals can be
seen. The pangolins were first shown to visitors in mid-May. About a month later, we observed them
mating for the first time. Potential gestation was noted during an ultrasound examination of the fe-
male in August. This was confirmed in September. This made us the first breeding facility outside Asia
where these remarkable mammals conceived. The pangolins deserve people’s attention, not only be-
cause they are exceptional but, above all, because they are the most illegally traded mammals in the
world. This is why Prague Zoo has for long been participating in their conservation in Asia and Africa.

In 2022, altogether 1 243 offspring of 218 species of mammals, birds and reptiles were born or
hatched in Prague Zoo (73 mammal species, 104 bird species and 40 reptile species). At the end of the
year, the category of raised animals included 953 offspring of 193 species (65 mammal species, 90 bird
species and 37 reptile species). At the end of 2022, Prague Zoo was keeping 5 999 individual animals
of 691 species. The chief categories (mammals, birds, reptiles) included 3 812 animals of 590 species.

There is a detailed list of species and offspring born in our traditional survey in the following chap-
ter. Here we present a selection of the most important breeding events.

The forty reproduced reptile species are a historical record. In total, there were 304 reared off-
spring. The rate of hatched and raised offspring was not so high as the numbers had to be reduced
with regards to keeping a balance between the need and the energy and time demand of rearing.
We noted egg laying activities in some otherwise continuously bred species - the Komodo dragon
(Varanus komodoensis) and the pancake tortoise (Malacochersus tornieri) - but we did not incubate the
eggs because of reproduction restrictions in the EAZA ex situ programme.
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One of the most valuable events in the several past breeding seasons was when four offspring of
the princely spiny-tailed lizard (Uromastyx princeps) hatched in mid-June. It is a very rarely bred and
extremely demanding species. We were thrilled when the zebra-tailed lizard (Callisaurus draconoides)
reproduced; 11 offspring hatched from its two clutches of eggs. The adults came from the Netherlands
as confiscated, initially smuggled, animals and had been in a very poor state. We have not only man-
aged to get them in such a condition that they are now among the stars of the Sonora exhibit in the
House of Big Cats and Reptiles but they have also reproduced. Our long breeding practice continued
successfully in 2022 with thirteen offspring the Cuban rock iguana (Cyclura nubila). Prague Zoo was
the first one in Europe to get the species reproduce for the first time 29 years ago.

Traditionally, turtles (Testudines) fall into a group of reptiles that have a high rate of reproduced
species. In 2022, a total of 13 species reproduced. The most important event in the season for us was
the hatching of three offspring of the Malaysian giant turtle (Orlitia borneensis), the species for which
we maintain the European studbook (ESB). Setting up a new pair in the Indonesian Jungle House
helped resume their reproduction after 13 years. It was also in the Indonesian Jungle House that the
critically endangered Roti Island snake-necked turtle (Chelodina mccordi) reproduced for the first time
in our Zoo. Two babies hatched. The third momentous species of testudines that reproduced in the
same House was the enigmatic leaf turtle (Cyclemys enigmatica). Keepers discovered four little turtles
in a parental group, which, in a unique way, lives throughout the House. A remarkable thing hap-
pened in 2022, when in the regularly reproducing group of Nabeul or Tunisian tortoises (Testudo grae-
ca nabeulensis) offspring were not only parented by the original lot of confiscated tortoises, but there
were also little ones from the second ensuing generation. The delicate Texas tortoise (Gopherus ber-
landieri) had fourteen offspring. We remain to be the only successful breeder of the species in Europe.

The list of reproducing snakes (Serpentes) includes ten species. In all 81 offspring hatched or
were born. Our high profile snake species are those living in the Czech Republic. There were 11 off-
spring from dice snakes (Natrix tessellata) and we found a young smooth snake (Coronella austriaca)
in the exhibit. There were 14 little common vipers (Vipera berus) and we should call attention to the
record-breaking birth in their outdoor exhibit as early as 20 July.

In June we received into short- or medium-term care four Aldabra giant tortoises (Aldabrachelys
gigantea) after their house in Heidelberg Zoo was greatly damaged by a fallen tree. After many years
of trying, we finally succeeded in November to obtain a male impressed tortoise (Manouria impressa)
from Taipei Zoo. Our four females in the Giant Salamander House, raised from hatchlings, kept laying
unfertilised eggs, which was very promising in this exceptionally rare and sensitive species. But, on the
other hand, it was a waste. If these tortoises reproduced, it would be the first time within EAZA. There
was no male in Europe to be found and for two years we had been negotiating the transfer of a con-
fiscated male impressed tortoise from Taipei Zoo. Four iconic frilled-necked lizards (Chlamydosaurus
kingii) were a new species to join our reptile collection.

In the section of invertebrates, the import of adult beetles and larvae of the African palm weevil
(Rhynchophorus phoenicis) from Cameroon and starting their successful breeding in the back area was
a key activity. Two mixed exhibits were created in Dja Reserve: one represents the foot of a rainforest
giant tree covered in six species of Cetoniinae beetles (flower chafers) plus giant millipedes. The other
invites visitors to look into the mystical undergrowth of tropical forest where they might spot a forest
hinge-back tortoise (Kynixis erosa), tiny brown banana frogs (Afrixalus dorsalis) or some horrid king as-
sassin bugs (Psytalla horrida). Up in the air, large red-legged golden orb-weaver spiders (Trichonephila
inaurata) spin their webs.

As to birds, we had 221 native species in potential breeding pairs. From these, 155 lay at least one
egg in the course of 2022. There were evidently fertilised clutches from 112 species; 104 species had
hatchlings. Overall, we can say that 90 species were raised.

In 2022, Prague Zoo managed to rear the offspring of a number of species for the first time. One
was austral parakeet (Enicognathus ferrugineus) from South America, a chick raised naturally under
its parents in Rakos' House. Then there were nankeen night herons (Nycticorax caledonicus) - two off-
spring in the Asian Delta aviary, behind the Sichuan House. Two chicks of the smallest of vultures,
the lesser yellow-headed vulture (Cathartes burrovianus), were the first to be ever reared in the Czech
Republic. A Salvadori’s fig parrot (Psittaculirostris salvadori), native from New Guinea, was the first to
be raised in a European zoo. After a number of failed attempts to place the chick under its parents, its
keepers managed to hand-rear the little bird.

After long twenty-one years, a cinereous vulture (Aegypius monachus) was successfully raised. The
baby bird was placed into foster care, and raised by a host pair in Liberec Zoo. Later, it was taken
to Bulgaria and released into the wild. The young vulture left its acclimatisation aviary close to the
town of Siven on 11 November and two weeks later set on a migration to the south. Unfortunately,
on 31 December it was found dead in central Greece. An examination of the cadaver and an autopsy
revealed poisoning as the cause of the death. The season was one-hundred percent successful for the
rarely bred and endangered hooded vulture (Necrosyrtes monachus). Females from both of our pairs
lay fertilised eggs and, for the first time, two chicks hatched and were successfully raised. Several pairs
of the elegant lesser kestrel (Falco naumanni) started nesting. There are plans to release their offspring
into the wild in Bulgaria.

From the series of reproduced herons, storks and ibises (Ciconiiformes) we would like to mention
the successful raising of all the six hatched roseate spoonbill (Ajaja ajaja) chicks as this was an excel-
lent achievement because this species is rather problematic from the point of breeding. Without any
doubt, three offspring of the African openbill (Anastomus lamelligerus) were really noteworthy - in
2022, the species were only raised in four zoos in Europe. We should also call attention to the parent
rearing of a Madagascar ibis (Lophotibis cristata) offspring and also one of the black-headed ibis (Thre-
skiornis melanocephalus).

Three young little pied cormorants (Microcarbo melanoleucos) in Darwin Crater are a very nice
achievement, not only because the species had so far been reared in two zoos in Europe only.

The biggest achievement in breeding waterfowls (Anseriformes) was the repeated reproduction
of the Hartlaub's duck (Pteronetta hartlaubi); there were seven hatchlings from nine eggs laid. After the
first breeding of the year before, this was the only time to rear the species in Europe in 2022.

At the beginning of the year, the first parent-reared offspring of the Pesquet’s parrot (Psittrichas
fulgidus), which hatched in 2021, left its nesting hollow. The fledgling had already been weaned and
DNA analysis proved it to be a female. The parents started nesting again. We are sorry to say, though,
that during the incubation period, the male attacked the female and the injuries were fatal. This was
a great breeding loss. The first parrot chick born in the year was that of the endangered Australian
golden-shouldered parrot (Psephotellus chrysopterygius), which, in the wild, nests in warm termite
mounds. Three more offspring were raised when the pair nested for the second time, and what is
more, the other pair's female also laid a fertilised egg. The pair then reared an offspring, although the
breeding male had been suffering from some health issues for a long time. After a one-year pause,
similarly rare burrowing parakeets (Cyanoliseus patagonus bloxami) raised two offspring. Lear’s ma-
caws (Anodorhynchus leari) laid eggs for the first time. However, the clutch was infertile. Towards the
end of the third quarter of the year, a palm cockatoo (Probosciger atterimus) chick hatched naturally
under its parents who reared it until it became independent. When speaking of parrots, we need to
mention three offspring of the blue-naped parrot (Tanygnathus lucionensis) and one Edwards’s fig par-
rot (Psittaculirostris edwardsii). Prague Zoo was the only one in Europe to raise the two species in 2022.

Just as the nesting season had started, Markéta, the valuable rhinoceros hornbill (Buceros rhinocer-
os) female, died. With her 16 young, raised in Prague Zoo, she held a world record. The breeding male
will now have a chance to choose a new partner thanks to the import of three females confiscated in
the United Arab Emirates.

After a long time, we succeeded in bringing Asian fairy-bluebirds (Irena puella) in the biotope
Sichuan House to lay eggs. The birds reared one offspring. We are very proud of an Australian magpie
(Gymnorhina tibicen) reared in our zoo. Another achievement was that our rarest species of laugh-
ing thrushes - the rufous-cheeked laughingthrush (Garrulax castanotis) and Sunda laughingthrush
(Garrulax palliatus) - reared one offspring each, in a natural way under their parents. After five years,
a yellow-hooded blackbird (Chrysomus icterocephalus) was raised and became the only one bird of the
species raised in Europe.

Arrivals of Egyptian vultures (Neophron percnopterus) from rescue stations in the framework of an
international programme are really significant. These are vultures that had either been hit by a pellet
or confiscated from smugglers. Thus, we received five vultures from Lebanon and one even from Syria
for the EEP breeding programme. However, before we can start breeding, the birds need to undergo
surgeries to remove the pellets.

The rate of breeding mammals was also high. Out of the total of 73 reproducing species, 65 had
at least one successfully reared offspring. Within the European exceptional collection of macropods,
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the biggest achievement was that another offspring of the rarely bred common wallaroo (Osphranter
robustus robustus) was reared as well as two offspring of the even more rare New Guinea wallaby
(Dorcopsis sp.), which is only bred in one more zoo in Europe, apart from Prague. Our breeding is
exceptionally successful also due to our own supplies of various types of frozen green leaves and
shoots collected by keepers during the most favourable months of the vegetation season and placed
into a special freezer box. These supplies help us meet the demands of this unique representative of
New Guinea forest wallabies outside the vegetation season. It was the first time for the newly acquired
long-nosed potoroo (Potorous tridactylus) to reproduce in Prague Zoo. Another significant addition in
2022 was the baby of aardvark (Orycteropus afer). Although the team of keepers that looked after the
mother and the little one has a lot of experience, rearing the young was really demanding. The moth-
er's health issues posed risks to the lactation and proper nourishment of the baby. On the other hand,
breeding the species has so far not been very successful all over Europe, so the young female is one
of only three offspring raised in European zoos in 2022. In the many bred species of rodents, our zoo
focused on two species, the Chacoan mara (Dolichotis salinicola) and the Cuban hutia (Capromys pilo-
rides), for which we carry out EAZA monitoring in Europe. The outcome of introducing a new Chacoan
mara male was the birth of six offspring, while the last one (born in October) was, incredibly, already
the 150%™ cub in our keeping. In addition, three Cuban hutia offspring (male) were successfully raised.

Breeding of carnivores is controlled by various reproduction restrictions introduced by European
breeding programmes which have for long been struggling with lack of space, namely for large spe-
cies. This is why there was a relatively small number of cubs born in 2022 and even fewer were raised.
We had a pleasant surprise when two males and one female were born to a newly set up young pair of
maned wolves (Chrysocyon brachyurus). It was almost after twenty-four long years that maned wolves
reproduced successfully in Prague Zoo.

A young of the Chinese goral (Naemorhedus griseus) was an outstanding addition in 2022. The
raised male is the first offspring of the young pair after breeding of the species had been resumed.
Prague Zoo already had its first animals of this species back in the 1960’s. Currently, this is only one of
the two offspring born in Europe in 2022. We were also pleased with three more Chacoan peccaries
(Catagonus wagneri) raised. Only a few zoos have been able to reproduce the species repeatedly. In
the course of the spring, we welcomed a critically endangered gazelle species of the Sahel region,
a subspecies of the dama gazelle (Nanger dama mhorr), also known as the addra gazelle or mhorr
gazelle. Now our Zoo has two males who will form the base of a newly formed bachelor group.

Apart from the above mentioned activities connected with moving gorillas and other primates to
Dja Reserve, another great moment in the breeding of primates was the birth of a male of the endan-
gered Mexican spider monkey (Ateles geoffroyi vellerosus), a subspecies kept only in three zoological
gardens in Europe.

A complete overview of species reared and offspring born in Prague Zoo is provided in a standard
manner on pages 30-47.

Prague Zoo has long been involved in executing and supporting many in situ conservation pro-
jects. In 2022 within the long term key project of the ‘Return of the Wild Horse, apart from the con-
tinuing support to the reintroduction project in the Great Gobi B area in South-West Mongolia, great
attention was paid to the newly developing project of reintroducing Przewalski's horses (Equus prze-
walskii) to Eastern Mongolia. In collaboration with experts from a number of Czech and Mongolian
scientific institutions, the best site for the purpose was selected in the SPA Numrug area towards the
end of the year. In Mongolia we also continued supporting a project to build a new breeding centre
for the critically endangered wild camel (Camelus ferus), which is to be constructed in the following
year. In the course of the year, there were a number of preliminary meetings concerning the planned
reintroduction of Przewalski’s horses to Kazakhstan, initiated by our Kazakhstani counterparty.

Another of our priority projects is the Wandering Bus in Cameroon, to provide education and en-
lightenment in respect to the conservation of endangered lowland gorillas and other animal species
in the danger of extinction as their natural habitat is diminishing and due to the omnipresent poach-
ing. The project aims at children and people living close to the boundary areas of the biosphere Dja
Reserve. Following a lull ‘covid’ period, we managed to resume all our activities and get involved in
new projects; such as the distribution of the book entitled Gorilla Fairytales, translated into the Cam-
eroon Badwe'e (or Badjoué) dialect, which is spoken by a numerous community in the vicinity of the
reserve; as well as monitoring peripheral areas of Dja Reserve with the help of camera traps to further
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improve protection of gorillas and other endangered species and supporting a project to mark the
boundaries of the protected area.

In Australia, support continued to new projects launched as a reaction to the disastrous 2019/2020
bushfires, for instance, in respect to southern corroboree frogs (Pseudophryne corroboree), southern
populations of the brush-tailed rock-wallaby (Petrogale penicillata) or mountain pygmy possums (Bu-
rammys parvus). A breeding station was even built for possums from money collected within the ‘We
Help them Survive’ campaign. We continued to support projects concerning Lord Howe Island stick
insects or tree lobsters (Dryococelus australis) as well as Tasmanian devils (Sarcophilus harrisii) in Tas-
mania.

Hand in hand in cooperation with the EAZA Ex-situ Programme, long-term breeding of the Ed-
wards's pheasant (Lophura edwardsi) and keeping the studbook, Prague Zoo decided to support a pro-
ject in Vietnam to establish a breeding station for pheasants in an effort to reintroduce them back to
the wild and to raise awareness about the species among local schools and visitors.

In 2022 we also continued to support long-term ongoing projects, namely those concerning the
protection of the Indian gharial (Gavialis gangeticus) in the Chambal River, the Chacoan peccary (Ca-
tagonus wagneri) in Paraguay and projects focusing on the protection of endangered bird species,
such as songbirds in Java, the Egyptian vulture (Neophron percnopterus) in the Balkan region, the
white-bellied heron (Ardea insignis) in Bhutan as well as the Brazilian merganser (Mergus octosetaceus)
or the Lear's macaw (Anodorhynchus leari) in Brazil.

Apart from endangered species and biotopes in exotic countries, we should not neglect geo-
graphically closer areas. This is why Prague Zoo also carried on in situ projects in the Czech Republic.
On top of protecting wild populations of the dice snake (Natrix tessellata), the European green lizard
(Lacerta viridis) or the European ground squirrel (Citellus citellus), there was an ongoing project to
research and protect the crucian carp (Carassius carassius) as well as a project focusing on the eastern
baton blue (Pseudophilotes vicrama).
